The ability to tell a story through composing imagery from various sources is an essential skill for illustrators and fine artists alike. In this course, students will combine
sketches, drawings, and photographic references to form a convincing narrative.

lllustration is everywhere around us and has the ability to communicate clear messages to a variety of audiences. What makes editorial illustration stand out from
typical narrative painting or drawing is that it is always an image, or series of images, accompanying text, such as a news article, book review, short story, poem,
and more. In this workshop, students will reference one article, short story, and/or poem, curated by the instructor, to create a series of idea sketches before arriving
at a final illustration.

Intro to Animaiton W,F 9:30-12:00pm Recommended for Gr 6-9 $330 Early Bird $290*

July 8,10,15,17,22,24,29,31 (8 Classes)

In this introductory class, students will learn the basics of 2D animation, including key principles such as timing, squash and stretch, and anticipation. Through simple
exercises and demonstrations, they will explore how movement is created frame by frame. By the end of the class, students will use these fundamentals to create their
own short animation project. *Students needs to bring their own devices, tablet and stylus, iPad and Apple pencil*

Intro to Drawing and Shading T,Th 3:00-5:00pm Recommended for Gr 4-8 $270 Early Bird $240*

July 7,9,14,16,21,23 (6 Classes)

In this Intro to Drawing and Shading class, students will learn the fundamentals of shading by studying basic geometric forms such as spheres, cubes, and cylinders.
Through guided exercises, they will explore light, shadow, and value to create the illusion of depth and form. Students will then apply these techniques to real-life
still life drawings. This class builds strong foundational skills essential for realistic drawing.

Portrait Drawing T,Th 3:00-5:00pm Recommended for Gr 6+ $270 Early Bird $240*

In this Portrait Drawing class, students will learn how to break down the human face into simple geometric shapes and structures. Instructors will guide students through
the fundamentals of facial proportions, construction, and shading techniques. Through step-by-step exercises, students will learn how light and shadow define facial
features and create depth. By the end of the class, students will complete a finished portrait while strengthening their observational drawing skills.
